Street Safety Sign Project
in SW Burlingame

Last summer some SBNA
residents participated in a let-
ter campaign to explain the
real need for careful driving
on the streets of the neighbor-
hood and safety remains a ma-
jor concern. We now know
that speed bumps are not cur-
rently a possibility (city budget
cutbacks and regulations) and
stop signs, we are told, cause
drivers to speed up between
them. We befieve the city’s sign
program currently offers the
neighborhood the most viable
option for increasing safety on
our streets.

SBNA resident Marilyn Oberg
rféported good results with the
“Slow Down” signs obtained just
last month from the city’s Share
the Road Program. One sign
can be borrowed free of charge
for each six residents who sign

a Share the Road safe driving
pledge or for $25 per sign. Signs
can be located adjacent to the
street but not on city property.
SBNA Leah Benazzi attended
her first meeting to find out spe-
cifically about the signs as she Eas
made contact with 12 neighbors
who are interested in getting
signs for their street, SW 6th
Ave. It was suggested by Marilyn
that when ordering signs, choose
one of each variation as it slows
down traffic when they see dif-
ferent wording on the signs. The
cut-through traffic is only expect-
ed to increase once the gellwood
Bridge project is undertaken and
it was agreed that we should get
proactive now to deal with the
traffic issues.

Linda Martin and Susan
Jacobsen have been attend-
ing recent meetings to present
their concerns about the “raised
crosswalk” on Spring Garden
at Capitol Hill School. Unfor-
tunately, the city has informed
us that they do not re-paint
the chevron strips or the word
BUMP in the street once that
wears off from the first paint-
ing. The problem is that cars
hit the raised crosswalk too late

to slow down and the ensuing
thud sounds like a car hitting a
wall. Trucks and trailers create
their own orchestra of noise and
not a very soothing one. We
discussed pursuing a demon-
stration project such as the one
off Tacoma and 9th at this site
to bring attention to the change
of grade. Anyone with any ex-
perience in this type of project
should contact us for input.

We are also looking at May
for elections to the neighborhood
board. Now is your chance to lead
and be heard. Husbands must
bring a note from their wives if
they want to be considered for
board positions.

Finally, the sun has broken
through and it is never too early
to start planning our National
Night Out event in August. We
also received grant funds for this
event and would like to form a
small committee to help put to-
gether a family bar-b-que in the
park where neighbors can gather
to build a stronger community.

'The Family Engagement

Project will serve
recent-immigrant
families
Neighborhood House, a lead-

ing area social service agenc
headquartered in Multnomaz
Village, has developed a new

artnership ~ with  Portland
%ublic Schools that will focus
on children and families who
have recently immigrated from
Africa and the Middle East and
will soon enroll in school. The
primary goals of the new proj-
ect, operated by Neighborhood
House’s Parenting Program,
are to improve the children’s
readiness for school and in-
crease parents’ involvement in
their children’s education.

Immigrant children and
families face many challenges
as they attempt to adjust to life
in their new home and navigate
the public education system.
They are generally poorer, in
worse health, and more likel
to experience hardships sucl}il
as food insecurity and crowded
housing conditions than native-
born community members. In
addition to economic factors,
children’s education and par-
ent involvement at school can
be negatively affected by illit-
eracy and other linguistic issues,
lack of understanding of school
systems, expectations and reg-
ulations, and difficulties wit
transportation.

With a diverse staff that
speaks thirteen different lan-
guages, Neighborhood House’s
Parenting Program specializes
in helFing immigrant and ref-
ugee families overcome some
of these challenges, so they
can raise healthy and success-
tul children. One part of the
program works to identify de-
velopmental delays that may
impact learning, so they can
be addressed early. A second
focus is to promote children’s
school readiness through regu-
lar workshops that engage par-
ents as their child’s first and
most important teacher. Par-
ents learn about how to prepare
their children for school, sclliool
routines and behavioral and
academic expectations, as well
as how to communicate with
school staff and advocate for
their children in the school, if
necessary.

Other benefits of the new
program, to be known as the
Family Engagement Project,
include: reduction of cultural
and social isolation, health pro-
motion, child abuse prevention,
and linkages to other com-
munity resources. The Family
Engagement Project will serve
a total of 60 African and Mid-
dle Eastern immigrant fami-
lies whose children will attend
Markham Elementary here in
Southwest Portland, and Clar-
endon-Portsmouth and Rosa
Parks Schools, both in North
Portland.
